If your health
insurance company determines that a particular service is not reasonable and necessary, or
that a particular service is not covered under the plan, your insurer will deny payment for
that service.
Beneficiary Agreement:
I understand that my health insurance company may deny payment for the services
rendered, after all information has been submitted and claim processed.  If my health
insurance company denies payment, I agree to be personally and fully responsible for
payment. I also understand that if my health insurance company does make payment for
services, I will be responsible for any co-payment, deductible and/or co-insurance that applies.
